Seventh and Eighth grade students will explore the Visual Arts through use of different references and medium.  In seventh grade we will talk about forms of art and our experiences will be limited to graphite, colored pencil, tempera paint, and clay.  The students will learn about the “Three Functions of Art”: 


Personal- made for you (sketches may reflect personal thought)



Social- made for other people (communicate a message to a group)


Physical- made to be used (man made/functional-utilitarian)

(The artwork produced will fall into one of these categories.)

Seventh grade Art is only a nine-week course and therefore, we do not have time to get into other areas.  Students will have the opportunity to sign up for Art in eighth grade as an elective. They will then spend 18 weeks expanding on what was learned in seventh grade, while also exploring and experiencing other materials.  For example, eighth grade students will spend more time working with clay.
